On Nov 2nd | flew from Frankfurtto Astana, the Capital of Kazakhstan. It was

the beginning of a series of very interesting adventures in countries | hadnOt

seen before.

| stayed in Astana for 10 days to take part in the Shabyt Festival, the most im -

portant festival there. During my trip | played at the Congress Hall for the _

opening ceremony of the festival and in the beautiful hall at the State ~ Academy

of Music. | gave master classes to Kazakh students and | was a juror in the

OShabytO International Pano Competition of Kazakhstan. Being part of this fes -
tival gave me the opportunity to meet very nice col -

leagues and musicians from all over the world. W e had the chance to exchange
musical ideas, beautiful moments and much laughters...

Kazakhstan is a big country, the western part borders with China and the
northern and eastern parts with R ussia. Most of the
people in Kazakhstan look like Mongols, some others
are blond with blue eyes. These diversities make Ka-
zakhstan a country very rich in colors and facial fea -
tures. Astana itself is a city of contrasts: in the old town the influence of the ex
communist regime is still visible, the buildings are big and all the same, gray

and not very well kept, and there is a lot of bureaucracy to do even simple

things. The new town, which is being built at present, is a testament to the
economic boom of this country thanks to its richness of natural resources. The
buildings are extremely beautiful, very artistic and all different, with lighting

from the outside which makes them change color , from pink to white, blue and
green...They are building a lot and | think that in a few years  Astana will have a
main role among the cities of the future.

During my stay | was pleasantly surprised to see many young people going to
concerts, ballet and cultural events in general. The children are our future

and it is very important to form them with appreciation for the arts! In Astana
there is the State Academy of Music, founded and directed by the Kazakh
world famous violinist Aiman Mussakojayeva. It is a huge and modern building
were young people learn different instruments, they can practice, they can

use a library and go to concerts every day. The government gives many schol
arships to the best students and pays a lot of attention to inviting artists from
abroad to bring their culture and skills through concerts and master classes.

It was my first time in those countries and it was a great opportunity to get closer to the Arabic culture
and to the habits of these people. Everywhere in the world it is possible to meet wonderful people. Every
culture has its positive and negative sides. Music and the arts in general are really the universal language
that can bridge cultural differences, and that can drive people closer in a very
strong spirit of friendship and tolerance. IOm convinced that
if you talk to the heart of the people, no matter who they

are, how they are dressed or what God they pray to, they
will always respond from their heart.

The concert at the Cultural Center in Manama, Bahrain, had
a nationwide echo.

In my opinion, the secret is to
travel always with your heart and your mind open, because it is the best way to
absorb the culture and the habits of a new country .
