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CRISTIANA PEGORARO WILL PERFORM ALL 32 BEETHOVEN 
SONATAS FOR PIANO IN GERMANY AND ITALY

This exciting and chal-
lenging project under

the patronage
of the Presidency of 

the Council of 
Ministers will see the 
artist performing the 

complete 32 
sonatas for piano 
by Ludwig van 
Beethoven in 
two cycles of eight 
concerts to be 
held in Germany and 
Italy from February 
to November 2009.

Cristiana Pegoraro is the first female Italian pianist to execute this feat. 

In conjunction with this event, the Bösendorfer piano factory in Vienna has proposed to re-
cord the artist for a major label playing all the sonatas. It will be the only recording of all 
the sonatas by Beethoven on a Bösendorfer by a single artist in recent times. 

The complete cycle of the 32 sonatas for piano by Beethoven proposed by Cristiana 
Pegoraro will not only include performances at the piano. Cristiana’s approach of 
explaining her chosen pieces to the audience will be followed also for Beethoven in an origi-
nal way, so that all may understand the composer’s creative intent. 

Each concert will be preceded by an explanation of the various aspects of the philosophy 
and music of the great master of Bonn. This will make the cycle more dynamic and 
comprehensible, and will be an incentive for all music lovers and especially for young people 
to deepen their knowledge of one of the greatest composers in the history of 
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music. 

To take on Beethoven’s 32 sonatas for 
piano is both a demanding and exciting 

challenge.

It is with great joy and enthusiasm 
that I am preparing to present this cy-
cle in my city, Terni, and in Germany.

With each concert we will deepen our 
knowledge of one of the greatest 
composers in the history of music.

It will be a musical journey through 
which we will discover how Beetho-
ven’s art penetrated the heart of his 
passions, enthusiasms, the ideals of 
his time, and how his music took 
part in the shaping of ideas, spiri-
tual struggle and political evolution 
of his era.

Beethoven is the heart which houses love for others and searches for the ide-
als of freedom and human dignity.

His song becomes the song for all of humanity.  It is a song that makes his 
music eternal.
