On October 7 | played a concert at La Bagnaia, a beautiful estate near Siena for the final ceremony
of the Arts and Culture Award, dedicated this year to solidarity. The prestigious award went to Maria
Pia Fanfani, widow of the famous Italian politician, who distinguished herself for her constant com-
mitment in helping people around the world. (see article on pag.4)

A few days later, in Rome, | played the Haydn D Major Concerto with the State Chamber Orchestra of
Kazakhstan. The musicians played some Kazaki music,very well interpreted by Raushan Mussakha-
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jayeva at the kil-kobiz, a tipical Kazaki instrument similar to a violin, but with strings made by horse
hair and with a very special sound. Another soloist was the great violinist Aiman Mussakhajayeva (in
the picture together with the Counsellor of the Embassy of Kazakhstan in
Rome), winner of the major International competitions, such as the
Tchaikowski in Moskow, the Sibelius in Helsinki and the Paganini in Genova.
Many special guests among the world of the Italian Navy, Admiral Vitaloni and
his wife Mirella, among others (picture right).

On October 12, Columbus Day, | landed in my beloved New
York, to play a concert at Hofstra University (“Mozart and
Italy,” a program to show the links between the genius and my home country) and
another concert at the DiCapo Opera Theater for the Columbus Festival with the
special appearance of dancers Sandra Buratti and Stefan Zawistowski, who created
beautiful choreographies on my new compositions, which got premiered that night.

November will see me crossing the ocean again and going to Kazakhstan to play a

concert at the prestigious Kazakh National Academy of Music in Astana, the capital, and to be a juror
at the Shabyt-Inspiration International Piano Competition. They told me to bring my boots and hats,
since it is going to be 0 F with snow...Winter will start soon for me, | guess!

I will then be back to the States to play a concert at the VIP Country Club in New Rochelle, NY on
November 19th and at the end of the month | will be in London for a few days of concerts and fun
(see next page).

December will see me in the Middle East. I’m very much looking forward to these concerts in Bahrain
and Yemen, it will be a great chance to visit those countries and continue the adventure...
